                   Regular Monthly Board Meeting Minutes 

                        Wednesday: July 06, 2022
1. Chairman, David Jelinek called to order the regular monthly board meeting at 6:00 p.m. Board Officials Present: Chairman- David Jelinek, Supervisors- Aaron Palmer and Matt Schmitz, Treasurer- Jane Ewing, Clerk- Linda Wymer. 
A. The board meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

B. The meeting was posted at the Town Garage and posted to the Town’s website.  
C. Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve the agenda, it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried. 
D. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the June 08, 2022 Regular Town Board meeting minutes; it was seconded by Aaron Palmer. The motion carried.
2. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve a Temporary Class B Beer License for Richland Center Summer Nationals Truck & Tractor Event to be held at the Richland County Fairgrounds on July 23, 2022. Aaron Palmer seconded the motion and the motion carried.
3. Aaron Halverson, Kerry Norman, Paul & Teresa Deckert and Mary Ewing each spoke briefly on why they felt that a room tax would be bad for their small businesses and tourism.  Dennis Fry and Marty Richards each took a turn speaking on the benefits to tourism. Dennis who owns multiple rentals stated he has seen little impact on his properties that have the room tax in place. Aaron Palmer made a motion to table the  discussion on a Room Tax Ordinance until a future date stating it’s too new for the town to decide. Matt Schmitz seconded the motion. The motion carried. 
4. There was no RRFD meeting to report on. 
5. Town Roads & Zoning:  Aaron Palmer viewed Jeremy Eberle’s property for driveway access. Aaron Palmer made a motion to issue a driveway permit to Jeremy Eberle with condition that the application & fee is received. Matt Schmitz seconded the motion and the motion carried. It was reported that Hustlers Ridge was partially wedged. Matt Schmitz reported that there are still problems on Badger Lane. Cindy Chicker was present to see when work will be started on Hillside Dr., Dave said he would contact Brent to see where they are at. David Jelinek reported on getting a phone call from Howard Nelson, someone dumped tires on Crestview Drive by his property. Dave contacted TSBR to pick them up & dispose of them. Aaron Palmer reported on receiving the Municipal Agreement for the LRIP Program for Hillside Lane. Aaron suggested getting bids for shoulder work before the project begins. The Town Board agreed. There was a discussion on putting a weight limit on McAvoy. The Town board agreed to post to a 10-ton limit. 
6. Linda Wymer presented 9 items to be paid totaling $3727.18.  Aaron Palmer made a motion to pay the town's bills & expenses, it was seconded by Matt Schmitz.  The motion carried.
7. Treasurer, Jane Ewing, gave the treasurers report. Last month’s debits totaled $9,902.96 and deposits to the checking account were $67,845.58. The town's checking account balance at Peoples Community Bank is $144,105.03. Jane reported that the town has received the second half of the ARPA Grant into the checking account. Matt Schmitz made a motion to transfer $65,156.18 into the town’s ARPA Fund account, Aaron Palmer seconded the motion. The motion carried.  The Towns reserve account balances are:  Tax Account $22.28, Escrow Account $84,685.19 and the ARPA Fund Account $61,530.92.  Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as given; it was seconded by Aaron Palmer . The motion carried.
 
8. It was agreed by the town board members to change the October Meeting to be the first Wednesday in October.  Items for next month’s agenda: RRFD /Town Roads & Zoning / vacation rental properties discussion
9.  Aaron Palmer made a motion to adjourn the regular monthly board meeting, it was seconded by Matt Schmitz.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 6.59 pm.
