                   Regular Monthly Board Meeting Minutes 

                        Wednesday: August 24, 2022
1. Chairman, David Jelinek called to order the regular monthly board meeting at 6:00 p.m. Board Officials Present: Chairman- David Jelinek, Supervisors- Aaron Palmer and Matt Schmitz, Treasurer- Jane Ewing, Clerk- Linda Wymer. 
A. The board meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

B. The meeting was posted at the Town Garage and posted to the Town’s website.  
C. Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve the agenda, it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried. 
D. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the July 06, 2022 Regular Town Board meeting minutes; it was seconded by Aaron Palmer.  The motion carried.
E.  Aaron Palmer made a to approve the July 20, 2022 Board of Review Minutes; it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried.
2. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the Richland County Fair Class “B” Picnic Beer License request for the 2022 Richland County Fair; Aaron Palmer seconded the motion. The motion carried. 
3. There was a brief discussion on vacation property rentals located in the town around whether these properties were issues land use permits to operate as vacation rentals. The board is only aware of two such properties located in the town.
4. Gordon Palmer presented information from attending the July 27, 2022 Ambulance Committee Meeting. The Pine Valley Repeaters will be installing a 64 ft tower on the new building for broadcasting emergency messages. The end of June the ambulance service has had 576 runs. They have applied for a $50,000.00 recruitment grant for the purpose of a new fulltime EMT.  The 2023 proposed budget is $683,732.00 of which the Town’s portion would be $ 9690.00. The next meeting is this evening. 
5. David Jelinek reported on attending the August Richland Rural Fire District Meeting. The Town has three outstanding fire calls to be paid this evening. 

6. Town Roads & Zoning:  Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve Driveway Permit # 2022-2 for Rick Burkhamer on HWY N; it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried.  Eric Koegel was present to discuss the condition of Evergreen Lane. It had been resurfaced approximately 7 years ago. Aaron Palmer mentioned we have a big project coming up on Hillside Dr. within the next 5 years, near Evergreen, we can look when up that way. Dave reported on receiving 3 estimates for cul-de-sac road repairs by Paul Breininger’s home. It was agreed by the board this is not going to be a priority right now. There was a discussion on whether a culvert was needed on the end of Pleasant Valley Road, the road is very soft. Dave asked Brent to add Rock and ditch it out.  It was mentioned that Hillside Lane will get an overlay by the year end. TSBR will be mowing.
7. Linda Wymer presented 19 items to be paid totaling $178,699.43.  Matt Schmitz made a motion to pay the town's bills & expenses, it was seconded by Aaron Palmer.  The motion carried.
8. Treasurer, Jane Ewing, gave the treasurers report. Last month’s debits totaled $68,802.87 and deposits to the general checking account were $36,890.70. The town's checking account balance at Peoples Community Bank is $112,192.86. The Towns reserve account balances are:  Tax Account $22.29, Escrow Account $84,738.07 and the ARPA Fund Account $126,759.56.  Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as given; it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried.
