                   Regular Monthly Board Meeting Minutes 

                       Wednesday: December 14, 2022
1. Chairman, David Jelinek called to order the regular monthly board meeting at 6:00 p.m. Board Officials Present: Chairman- David Jelinek, Supervisors- Aaron Palmer and Matt Schmitz, Treasurer- Jane Ewing, Clerk- Linda Wymer. 
A. The board meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

B. The meeting was posted at the Town Garage, Richland Observer and  on the Town’s website.  
C. Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve the agenda, it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried. 
D. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the November 09, 2022, Regular Town Board meeting minutes; it was seconded by Aaron Palmer.  The motion carried.
E.  Aaron Palmer made a to approve the November 09, 2022, Public Budget Meeting Minutes; it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried.

F. Matt Schmitz made a motion to approve the November 09, 2022, Special Town Elector Meeting minutes; it was seconded by Aaron Palmer.  The motion carried.

2. The Towns Tax Assessor, Gretchen Jelinek, was present to discuss with the town board the town receiving its first notice of being in non-compliance with the State of Wisconsin in its assessed value for certain property classifications. If the assessed value of each major class of property is not within 10% of the full value, the taxation district will not be in compliance with state law and the DOR will issue Notice of Non- Compliance. The Department of Revenue will issue up to 3 notices before ordering a “special supervision” which will be costly to the town if the Town does not act. The Town has not had a full revaluation since Gretchen has been the Tax Assessor in 23 years. Gretchen stated the average length between periods of revaluation is approximately 10 years. It was agreed by the board that we need to move forward with a full revaluation of the town. It was asked of Gretchen to see if she could find a person to get certified to assist her to start the process in 2023. Gretchen will follow up with the Town Board in the January’s meeting. 
3. Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve Resolution 2022-2 Adopting the Updated Richland County All-Hazards Mitigation Plan, Matt Schmitz seconded the motion. The motion carried.
4. The Town’s Audit was scheduled for January 31, 2023; 6:00 pm at the Town Garage
5. The Town Assessors Contract was tabled to Januarys Meeting
6. David Jelinek reported attending the RRFD meeting. Three people are retiring. , There are two outstanding fire calls (only one received by the town) , he had attended the steak feed, and the RRFD is looking for a new secretary.

7. Town Roads & Zoning:  TSBR reported that a couple of roads were missed being plowed on Friday’s large snowstorm and were plowed on Saturday. Two trucks ended up in ditches. The snow was very heavy.  
8. Linda Wymer presented 13 items to be paid totaling $49,210.31.  Matt Schmitz made a motion to pay the town's bills & expenses, it was seconded by Aaron Palmer.  The motion carried.
9. Treasurer, Jane Ewing, gave the treasurers report. Last month’s debits totaled $15,781.80 and deposits to the general checking account were $45,359.84. The town's checking account balance at Peoples Community Bank is $144,100.83. The Towns reserve account balances are Tax Account $22.42, Escrow Account $85,228.55 and the ARPA Fund Account $87,732.66. Aaron Palmer made a motion to transfer $36,376.10 from the ARPA Fund Account to the Checking Account for road maintenance. Matt Schmitz seconded the motion and the motion carried.  Aaron Palmer made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as given; it was seconded by Matt Schmitz. The motion carried.
